[bookmark: _GoBack]Wagga Wagga Companion Card visitor examplesExample 1 – Mary’s holiday in Wagga Wagga
Mary lives in Sydney NSW and is visiting the New South Wales Riverina, as part of a two week holiday tour through regional NSW.
Mary has vision impairment and requires a carer to support her community access. Mary has learnt that the Companion Card is widely accepted in Wagga Wagga and has accordingly chosen to spend two days in this region. 









Day 2 – To start her day, Mary visits Rustique Lavender Farm, a leisurely 30 minute drive from Wagga Wagga where she can immerse herself in the calming atmosphere, vivid colour and lavender perfume. 
‘Take a stroll through our lavender and heritage roses, or browse in our shop. Bring some friends . . .  take time out to have a refreshing and uplifting massage.’
Mary knows Companion Card users receive a 10 % discount on purchases from the on-farm Lavender Shop. 

Day 1 - Mary arrives in Wagga Wagga in the afternoon and checks in to the City Park Motel. 
Mary chose City Park Motel as they are a Companion Card ‘supporter’ and provide her with a discount for a two-bedroom suite at $100.00 per night as she is required to pay for two rooms - one for herself and one for her carer. 
The motel is centrally located in town and boasts an award-winning garden setting. Mary knows she can order a cooked breakfast for ten dollars per person or the Continental breakfast at $6.00 per person. (Single room, $80.00).



Day 3 – On her second day Mary spends her time visiting the Wagga wineries. 
Fine dining is spent at Cottontails Restaurant, another ‘supporter’ of the Companion Card, who provide Mary with a 10% discount on her meal cost. 
After another comfortable night at the City Park Motel, Mary continues on her journey after a very pleasant stay, which she shares with her friends and family who are also eager to visit Wagga Wagga and the NSW Riverina.

Example 2 – A day trip to Wagga Wagga

9:00am 	A group of residents depart from their Junee nursing home for a day of fun in Wagga Wagga. There are 15 people in total, comprised of 10 Companion Card cardholders and five companions (carers).
10:00am 	First stop is the Junee Roundhouse, where the carers receive free entry as the Roundhouse is a Companion Card affiliate. 
11:30am	Next stop is Wollundry Olive Groves where they all sample locally-grown olive oil and succulent olives. They also take a tour of the groves. Carers are again provided with free entry for these tours, as the venue is an affiliate.
12:30pm	The group enjoy a picnic lunch in the picturesque grounds of the olive groves. 
2:00pm	They continue on their way for a little sightseeing, taking in sites such as the Hampden bridge, which spans the mighty Murrumbidgee River. 
5:00pm	The residents arrive home after a pleasant day, tired but refreshed. 
After such a glorious day, the nursing home makes the Wagga Wagga trip a weekly outing, including a return to the Roundhouse and the Wollundry Olive Grove, who made them feel so welcome. Many also plan to come back with their families and stay at local B&B’s. 
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
